The panel mount inclinometer was been designed
as a more versatile replacement for mechanical
bubble and ball inclinometers.

Superior Versatility

Designed for harsh automotive environments, the
Panel-Mount Inclinometer features a tough alumin-
ium enclosure and high visibility display. The unit is
designed to be mounted in the dash-board of a ve-
hicle or in an instrument panel and will protrude

only slightly.

- Degrees or percentage grade display
- Roll only or pitch and roll display

- Maximum allowable roll

- Sensor damping

- Password protection on or off

The panel-mount inclinometer is simple to install
and only requires connection to positive and nega-
tive power to operate. It can be installed at any
pitch angle (for instance on a sloped dashboard)
but should be as close as possible to horizontal.
Small roll deviations can be compensated for by
calibrating the device.

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Touch Screen Operation

To access the menu, lightly touch the screen. A menu icon will appear in the bottom right corner, press
this icon.

Units : Change the displayed pitch and roll between degrees and percentage

Configure sensor : Calibrate the unit to offset mounting errors or set sensor damping to speed up or slow
down the sensor response.

Configure Display

Set-scale : Set the upper limit for the warning bar at which point it will show red.
Brightness : Set display back-light brightness.

Display Pitch/Roll : Choose between roll only or pitch and roll display.

Configure Touch Screen

Calibrate : Only do this if you find that the co-ordinates of the touch screen are not lining up with the ex-
pected action. For instance if you press “a” and get “s” on the keypad.

Disable: Be careful before locking out the touch screen, it is not reversible except by Hummingbird Elec-
tronics.

Configure Password : Enable and set the password protection to prevent changes from being made.
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
